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GENERAL INFORMATION
1. All persons accommodated in students’ rooms located in Building B of the Hostel Complex (HC) at ul. Badurskiego 15 in Kraków, owned by the Jagiellonian University – Collegium Medicum (JUCM), are obliged to read this Instruction and comply with its rules.
2. Accommodated persons are obliged to:
· take care of equipment made available to them,
· use available equipment in accordance with its intended function, 
· keep order and tidiness in the room.
3. The room is equipped with a fire protection system (smoke sensors + acoustic warning system).
4. The room may be inhabited by a person who received a referral for the given period, completed necessary formalities or meets other conditions related to the Rules of Hostels of the Jagiellonian University.
5. Persons who have not been registered for accommodation may stay in the student’s room upon prior registration in the Reception Desk. 
6. The person receiving guests is fully responsible for their stay on the hostel premises.
7. The inhabitant’s duty is to keep order in his/her own room and in general purpose rooms.
PRIMARY CONDITIONS OF SAFE USE
1. Each user of a student’s room is obliged to notify all noticed defects to the personnel of the hostel.
2. Inhabitants of students’ rooms are fully responsible for any damages caused to them, including damages caused by their guests.
PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 
1. Moving from one room to another without the administrator’s consent.
2. Making important changes in the room furnishings and equipment without the administrator's consent. This applies mainly to the drilling of holes or exchange of furniture between rooms.
3. Smoking in areas where this is not allowed. 
4. Bringing in and storing materials or substances that may be dangerous to life, health or property or cause inconvenience to other inhabitants.
5. Using cookers and electric heaters in rooms.
6. Installing, reworking and repairing technical systems installed in the room without authorisation.
7. Modifying locks or cutting keys.
8. Consuming alcohol or other narcotic drugs.
9. Bringing and carrying animals into the room, excluding guide dogs and dogs assisting persons authorised to use such dogs, is prohibited.
10. Using carpets and floor mats with a rubber base on floor coverings. Black rubbers (pads under legs of seats, benches, etc.) may result in permanent loss of colour and should not be used.
11. Storing bicycles.
HOW TO ACT IN EMERGENCY CASES
1. Every accident or breakdown must be reported immediately to an employee of the administration office of HC, and the site of the event must be left in the same condition in which the accident occurred.
2.  In the case of a fire threat, an employee of the administration office of HC must be notified immediately.
3. In the case of a fire, it is necessary to make an attempt to extinguish it immediately by means of hand extinguishers, and if this is impossible – act as specified in the fire safety instruction.
GENERAL NOTES
1. Any matters not regulated in this Instruction must always be reported to an employee of the administration office of HC.
2. In any matters not regulated in this Instruction, other regulations valid on the premises of JUCM shall apply.
3. Persons not complying with rules specified in this instruction may be asked to leave the building by an employee of the administration office of HC.
The Hostel Complex is equipped with a system of entryphones that can be used for communication between rooms in which entryphones have been installed..
Each receiver contains an individual number which is available by calling from any entryphone in HC.
In order to make a successful connection, lift up the receiver and dial the number in accordance with the following rule:
· Each number consists of the following parts:
· Building number/floor number/room number, 
· E.g., Building A, Floor 9, Room 17.
· We dial 1 09 17, 
· Marking of buildings
Building A – 1
Building B – 2
Building C – 3
Building D – 4
Floors numbers from 01 to 10
Rooms from 1 to 17
Each inhabitant of the building (A, B, C) can connect to any reception desk (in his/her building and in other buildings); in order to connect to a reception desk, dial the following number from the keyboard:

- 11111 - Reception desk of Building A 
- 22222 - Reception desk of Building B
- 33333 - Reception desk of Building C
- 44444 - Reception desk of Building D (SWFiS)
After each conversation, put the receiver back on the base carefully to ensure its further correct use. Failure to put the receiver back on the base shall make it impossible to connect to the given number.
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
