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GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Before putting the air conditioner into operation, it is necessary to read the operating instruction supplied by the producer.
2. Before using the device, check if it has no visible signs of damage. In the event of such damage, do not use the device and call service.
3. It is necessary to provide adequate ventilation of the room in which the dryer is kept to avoid the accumulation of gases from other devices or the accidental setting of fire during the operation of the dryer. 
PRIMARY CONDITIONS OF SAFE USE
1. Drying must always be performed in accordance with washing instructions placed on clothes.
2. Before being put into the dryer, clothes must be centrifuged or accurately wrought. Clothes soaking with water must not be put into the dryer. 
3. No cigarette lighters or matches should be left in pockets and NO flammable liquids may be used near the dryer.
4. Clothes contaminated with substances such as cooking oil, acetone, alcohol, petrol, crude oil, stain removers, turpentine, waxes and wax removers must be washed in hot water with a larger quantity of washing powder before being dried in the dryer.
5. After use of the device, check and clean the flock filter.
6. Preparation of clothes: Check if the laundry can be dried in a rotary dryer according to labels on each article. Check if all buckles are fastened and pockets are empty. Turn all articles inside out. Put clothes inside the drum loosely so that is does not become tangled.
7. The drum must not be overloaded. Large items (e.g., sleeping bags, blankets) may result in the exceeding of maximum admissible load when soaked.
8. Water container: The water carried off from the dryer is accumulated in the container of the device. When the container fills up, the light appears on the panel. In such case, the container must be emptied. However, emptying the container after each drying cycle is recommended.
9. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE 
· Cleaning 
i.  After each drying cycle, it is necessary to clean the filter and empty the water container. 
ii. After each use, it is necessary to wipe the inside of the drum and leave the door open for some time to ensure the free circulation of the air. 
iii. Wipe the device on the outside and the door using a soft cloth. 
iv. DO NOT use rough washcloths or any other items scratching the surface. 
v. In order to prevent the adhesion of the door and the accumulation of contaminants, it is necessary to clean the internal side of the door and the washer using a wet cloth from time to time.
PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 
1. Do not dry unwashed fabrics in the dryer.
2. Do not dry fabrics washed using chemical cleaning fluids.
3. Foam rubber materials may ignite automatically as a result of overheating under certain circumstances. Things such as foam rubbers (latex foams), shower caps, waterproof materials, clothes with a rubber base and clothes and pillows with foam rubber pads MUST NOT BE dried in the rotary dryer.
4. Repairing, disassembling, assembling or modifying the dryer is prohibited, because this may result in electric shock or fire. 
5. In order to avoid electric shock, it is necessary to avoid operating the device with wet hands.
6. Articles that are not suitable for drying in a rotary dryer: Wool, silk, delicate fabrics, nylon stockings, delicate embroideries, fabrics with metal decorations, clothes with plastic or leather decorations, sports shoes, large articles, such as sleeping bags, etc.
7. ATTENTION: Because of the risk of fire or explosion, rubber gloves or products that have been cleaned using chemical cleaning fluids must not be dried in the dryer.
HOW TO ACT IN EMERGENCY CASES
1. Every accident or breakdown must be reported immediately to an employee of the administration office of HC, and the site of the event must be left in the same condition in which the accident occurred.
2.  In the case of a fire threat, an employee of the administration office of HC must be notified immediately.
3. In the case of a fire, it is necessary to make an attempt to extinguish it immediately by means of hand extinguishers, and if this is impossible – act as specified in the fire safety instruction.
GENERAL NOTES
1. Any matters not regulated in this Instruction must always be reported to an employee of the administration office of HC.
2. In any matters not regulated in this Instruction, other regulations valid on the premises of JUCM shall apply.
3. Persons not complying with rules specified in this instruction may be asked to leave the building by an employee of the administration office of HC.
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
