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GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Before putting the device into operation, it is necessary to read the operating instruction supplied by the producer.
2. Before using the device, check if it has no visible signs of damage. In the event of such damage, do not use the device and call service.
PRIMARY CONDITIONS OF SAFE USE
1. Regulating elements must not be played with. 
2. Repairing or replacing any part of the washing machine by the user alone is prohibited. Unless clearly recommended in product maintenance instructions, servicing of the washing machine by the user is prohibited. 
3. The space around and under the washing machine must be kept free of flammable materials, such as rags, paper, chemicals, etc. 
4. If the machine is used by or near children, special caution must be kept. Children must not be allowed to play with or inside the machine. 
5. The washing machine door must not be left open. The open door may be an invitation for children to hang on them or to get into the washing machine. 
6. Never reach for the washing machine if the drum is rotating. It is necessary to wait until it stops completely. 
7. Washing may reduce the fire-resistance of fabrics. 
8. Never wash fabrics that have been cleaned, washed, soaked or stained with flammable or explosive substances (such as wax, oil, paint, petrol, degreasers, chemical washing solvents, crude oil, etc.), which may ignite or explode. 
9. Follow accurately producers’ instructions concerning the washing and cleaning of clothes.
10. Do not slam the washing machine door and do not try to open it by force when it is closed. This may damage the washing machine. 
11. In order to minimise the risk of electric shock, it is necessary to disconnect the washing machine from power supply or turn off the fuse or the circuit breaker before maintaining or cleaning the washing machine. 
12. Never use the machine if it is damaged, functions improperly or its parts are missing or broken, including the power cord and the power plug.
PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 
1. Repairing, disassembling, assembling or modifying the dryer is prohibited, because this may result in electric shock or fire. 
2. Operating the machine with wet hands is not allowed.
HOW TO ACT IN EMERGENCY CASES
1. Every accident or breakdown must be reported immediately to an employee of the administration office of HC, and the site of the event must be left in the same condition in which the accident occurred.
2.  In the case of a fire threat, an employee of the administration office of HC must be notified immediately.
3. In the case of a fire, it is necessary to make an attempt to extinguish it immediately by means of hand extinguishers, and if this is impossible – act as specified in the fire safety instruction.
GENERAL NOTES
1. Any matters not regulated in this Instruction must always be reported to an employee of the administration office of HC.
2. In any matters not regulated in this Instruction, other regulations valid on the premises of JUCM shall apply.
3. Persons not complying with rules specified in this instruction may be asked to leave the building by an employee of the administration office of HC.
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
