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GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Before putting the device into operation, it is necessary to read the operating instruction supplied by the producer.
2. Before using the device, check if it has no visible signs of damage. In the event of such damage, do not use the device and call service.
3. The kitchen extractor hood, which is used for removing kitchen vapours to the outside, must be connected to the relevant ventilation duct (do not connect it to chimney ducts, smoke ducts or exhaust gas ducts being used).
4. This equipment is not intended for use by persons (including children) with limited physical, sensory or mental abilities or person with a lack of experience or knowledge of the equipment, unless this is carried out under supervision or in compliance with the instruction for use of the equipment submitted by persons responsible for their safety. It is necessary to ensure that children do not play with the extractor hood.
PRIMARY CONDITIONS OF SAFE USE
1. The kitchen extractor hood is equipped with a three-level fan and lighting of the place of work.
2. No open flame may be left under the kitchen extractor hood. When removing dishes from over the burner, it is necessary to set the minimal flame. 
3. Dishes prepared on fats should be constantly supervised, because overheated fat may ignite easily.
4. The fat filter for the extractor hood must be cleaned every two months. When a filter is excessively saturated with fat, it is flammable.
5. The extractor hood should not be used as a support surface for persons staying in the kitchen.
6. The use of a wet cloth and neutral washing agents is recommended. The aluminium anti-fat filter should be cleaned every month by hand washing with the use of a mild detergent or liquid soap or in a dishwasher (up to 60°C). After a number of washes in a dishwater, the colour of the aluminium filter may change. The change of colour does not mean that the filter functions improperly and needs replacement.
PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 
1. The extractor hood must not be used for purposes other than its intended function.
2. The following actions are prohibited during the cleaning of the extractor hood: – using profusely soaked clothes, sponges or water stream; – using solvents or alcohol, because they may dull varnished (or stainless) surfaces; – using caustic substances, particularly for the cleaning of stainless steel surfaces; – using a hard rough cloth.
HOW TO ACT IN EMERGENCY CASES
1. Every accident or breakdown must be reported immediately to an employee of the administration office of HC, and the site of the event must be left in the same condition in which the accident occurred.
2.  In the case of a fire threat, an employee of the administration office of HC must be notified immediately.
3. In the case of a fire, it is necessary to make an attempt to extinguish it immediately by means of hand extinguishers, and if this is impossible – act as specified in the fire safety instruction.
GENERAL NOTES
1. Any matters not regulated in this Instruction must always be reported to an employee of the administration office of HC.
2. In any matters not regulated in this Instruction, other regulations valid on the premises of JUCM shall apply.
3. Persons not complying with rules specified in this instruction may be asked to leave the building by an employee of the administration office of HC.
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
