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GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Before putting the iron into operation, it is necessary to read the operating instruction supplied by the producer.
2. Before putting the iron into operation, a visual inspection of its condition must be made. If the iron or the power cord are damaged, it must not be put into operation.
3. The iron should be connected to an earthed power source.
4. The power cord must be protected against potential damage.
PRIMARY CONDITIONS OF SAFE USE
1. When filling the container with water or emptying it, it is necessary to disconnect the device from the power source.
2. The iron must be kept and used out of children's reach.
3. The sole plate may be very hot and touching it may cause burns.
4. The iron must be used on a stable, even and horizontal surface.
PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 
1. Leaving the iron turned on without supervision.
2. Using the damaged device, also when the cord or plug is damaged.
3. Touching the hot surface of the iron is prohibited.
4. Adding to water any substances that may damage the iron.
5. Using the iron for any other purposes than the intended function.
6. Using the device in the open air.
7. Immersing the device, the cord and the plug in water or any other liquids!
ACTIONS FOLLOWING THE END OF USE
1. When ironing is finished, the iron must be cooled and put aside onto a designated place.
WHAT TO DO IN EMERGENCY CASES
1. Every accident or breakdown must be reported immediately to an employee of the administration office of HC, and the site of the event must be left in the same condition in which the accident occurred.
2.  In the case of a fire threat, an employee of the administration office of HC must be notified.
3. In the case of a fire, it is necessary to make an attempt to extinguish it immediately by means of hand extinguishers, and if this is impossible – act as specified in the fire safety instruction.
GENERAL NOTES
1. Any matters not regulated in this Instruction must always be reported to an employee of the administration office of HC.
2. In any matters not regulated in this Instruction, other regulations valid on the premises of JUCM shall apply.
3. Persons not complying with rules specified in this instruction may be asked to leave the building by an employee of the administration office of HC.
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
