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GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Before putting the refrigerator-freezer into operation, it is necessary to read the operating instruction supplied by the producer.
2. The power cord must be protected against potential damage.
PRIMARY CONDITIONS OF SAFE USE
1. For the purpose of replacement of a light bulb, the device must be disconnected from power supply.
2. Hot food must be cooled before being put into the refrigerator.
3. Drops of water must be removed from articles being stored.
4. Food being kept in the refrigerator must be sealed.
5. Food must be sorted according to categories. Food consumed daily must be put on the front side of shelves. 
6. Food must be defrosted in the refrigerator.
7. The refrigerator-freezer must be defrosted in accordance with the producer’s instructions.
8. If the cooling system is damaged, it is necessary to ventilate the room thoroughly and remove all open sources of fire located near the device.
PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 
1. Keeping flammable or explosive substances or corrosive materials in the refrigerator.
2. Keeping medicines, bacteria or chemicals in the refrigerator.
3. Placing heavy objects on the refrigerator.
4. Placing containers filled with water or any other liquid on the refrigerator.
5. Touching external walls of the freezer with bare hands – the risk of freezing.
6. Using the refrigerator in a damp room.
7. Washing the device with grinding pastes, powders, washing chemicals containing acids and solvents and dish washing chemicals is not acceptable.
8. Keeping glass packagings or cans in the freezer – the risk of explosion.
9. Using electrical devices in the refrigerator (e.g. a dryer during defrosting).
10. Touching of the back wall by food being stored.
11. Using metal objects for the removal of frost – the risk of damage to the refrigerator-freezer. 
HOW TO ACT IN EMERGENCY CASES
1. Every accident or breakdown must be reported immediately to a representative of the administration office of HC, and the site of the event must be left in the same condition in which the accident occurred.
2.  In the case of a fire threat, an employee of the administration office of HC must be notified immediately.
3. In the case of a fire, it is necessary to make an attempt to extinguish it immediately by means of hand extinguishers, and if this is impossible – act as specified in the fire safety instruction.
GENERAL NOTES
1. Any matters not regulated in this Instruction must always be reported to an employee of the administration office of HC.
2. In any matters not regulated in this Instruction, other regulations valid on the premises of JUCM shall apply.
3. Persons not complying with rules specified in this instruction may be asked to leave the building by an employee of the administration office of HC.
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
